This is an interim announcement for the Dental Hygiene 8708 "C" School applicants.

Beginning with this upcoming selection process, the Navy message call for applicants has been discontinued.

The following highlights are from the new documents:

Program application can be submitted year-round for consideration in the upcoming academic year.  Packages received after 30 September of each year will be held over for consideration the following academic year.  Those candidates not accepted are encouraged to re-apply for future consideration.  Graduates of this 2-year advanced training receive an A.S. degree in dental hygiene education and are eligible to take state and national board examinations.

OBLIGATED SERVICE: Upon acceptance into dental hygiene program, selectee must re-enlist for 2 years and sign a 48 month Obligate to Train (OTT) contract per TRANSMAN and MILPERSMAN.  All applicants who will be eligible for an advancement cycle during this training must have completed appropriate NAVLEAD course prior to school convening; CIN P-500-0025 for E5 and CIN P-500-0020 for E6.

Program requires a recent background, within 5-10 years, in General Chemistry 1 with Lab 1, English Composition, and Intermediate Algebra with a minimum GPA of 2.0 or grade of "C".  

It is highly encouraged, but not required, to successfully complete related courses in Anatomy & Physiology I & II; General, Organic and Biochemistry; General Microbiology; Expository Writing; Interpersonal Communication; Social Psychology.

To enhance selection opportunity, an interview is desired (but not required) with a Periodontist, Medical Corps or other Dental Corps officer. 

OFFICIAL copy of all college transcripts to include "certified to be true" legible copy of high school transcript or GED certificate.
