Today I have a very important message to send you regarding annual training (AT).  As you should be aware, every HPSP student is REQUIRED to participate in up to 45 days of AT annually while in the program.  In January, I sent out a message asking you to start thinking about what you will do for your AT this year.  Now I need for you to decide what type of AT you are going to do (school orders or clerkship), and the dates.  Please send me back a message with your planned dates of AT and type.  Keep in mind the following:

If you are going to OIS this summer, DO NOT reply to this message as I already have your names. 

If you have already completed your AT for this fiscal year DO NOT reply to this message as I already have that information.

It is half way through the fiscal year and only 1/4 of you have been on AT.  We are aware that the majority of students will be doing clerkships toward the end of the fiscal year.  If you plan to do a clerkship but do not have exact dates lined up, send me an estimate.  If you want to take school orders, there is no need to wait until the summer.  You can and should plan to do your AT this Spring.  Just choose up to a 45-day period that you will be near your school and submit your request through NOWS. Make sure your annual certificate of physical condition and HIV test are current, as your request will be disapproved if we don't have one dated within the year.

If I don't hear from you, and you do not request an AT by 1 JULY, your stipend and benefits could be affected.
