Greetings!

If you are receiving this message for the first time, congratulations!  You are now officially "in the HPSP E-loop".  I have been sending weekly messages similar to this one since October of last year with lots of good information, updates, and answers to many of your questions. NROWS UPDATE:  I have been asked the following question all week.  If you are going to OIS or a clerkship that lasts only 30 days, but your orders are supposed to be for 45 days; how do you enter the remaining days into the system? 

For OIS:  Enter the desired class start date as your preferred start date of AT, then go ahead and add on 15 days to last day of OIS. That will be your last day of AT.  Our staff will understand that you want school orders for the remaining time and they will enter the information for the reserve center nearest your school and their UIC.

For a CLERKSHIP:  Using the clerkship approval letter you will receive from your clerkship site, enter the first day of the clerkship as desired start date of AT.  Then, add on 15 days to the end date of the clerkship and when you send us a copy of the clerkship approval letter as part of the process, our staff will see the exact dates of the clerkship, and they will make your orders read accordingly.

Regarding TRAVEL: You are allowed ONE travel day prior to OIS and CLERKSHIPS if you are flying.  If you live less than 450 miles from either Newport, Rhode Island (for OIS) or the clerkship site you are going to, you can drive your own car and submit a travel claim to be reimbursed for expenses (gas and mileage etc.) You can expect to leave OIS on the last day (FRIDAY) in the late afternoon or early evening. 

NOTE: When sending e-mails to OH, please do not include your social security number for security reasons.

ARE YOU IN LWOP (LEAVE WITHOUT PAY) STATUS CURRENTLY?

Keep in mind that you CANNOT perform Annual Training (AT) when in LWOP status. If you are planning to request LWOP, you should consider this before you submit your request.  Refer to previous messages to find out more about LWOP.
