OIS UPDATE

I have had quite a few messages this morning from students asking if they had gotten into the class they requested through NOWS.  One of the reasons we went to an online order writing program is that you can (and should) track the progress of your request yourself, using a tracking number you are given when you started.  PLEASE DO NOT E-MAIL ME wondering what the status is!  (And I don't have your tracking number, either :-))

Now, let’s clear up another question that pops up quite often.  You are authorized a 45-day period of active duty annually, yet you notice that OIS is not 45 days in length.  You may wonder how you must serve the remainder of your required time.  What happens is that you are given "school orders" for the remainder of the time.  You will need to call your Naval Reserve Center listed on your orders to check in on the first day, and check out on the last day.  THE SAME GOES FOR MOST CLERKSHIPS THAT ARE USUALLY 30 DAYS IN LENGTH.  (This may seem bothersome, but you are getting paid, just remember that.)

Please continue to ask your fellow HPSP classmates if they are receiving this mailing, and if not, they need to contact me to get their e-mail address updated.
