Most likely it has something to do with the end of fiscal year 2004, and money for annual training that has not yet been liquidated.  If you haven't done so, send us your orders and travel claim from any AT for 2004. This is your money!

UNIFORM CHANGES

Task Force Uniform (TFU) has recently announced some significant changes to the Navy Uniform Regulations. Civilian bags (briefcases, backpacks, gym bags, suitcases and garmet bags) may now be worn while in uniform.  In addition, cell phones may be worn on the uniform. They cannot be visible from the front, and must be worn on the belt near the elbow.  Women may now wear certain civilian handbags that meet specific criteria. Uniform handbags are now an optional uniform item and will no longer be issued at recruit training.
